If the electronic control detects a button being held down for approx
10 seconds it will switch off automatically. The control sends out an
audible error signal to warn the sensors have detected the presence
of an object. The display will indicate an error code ERO3 if the hob is
still hot. The display "H" and ERO3 flash alternatively.
